Rome DCA conducted a Quality Growth Resource Team in February 2002 to evaluate possibilities for the redevelopment of South Rome.  Following many of recommendations of the Resource Team report, Rome hopes to use the technical and resources available through the Signature Community Program to implement portions of their redevelopment master plan for South Rome.
Rome will undertake the following initiatives.

Create a Comprehensive Housing Strategy for Rome, Georgia

Initiate redevelopment of the Central Commercial Node in South Rome

Expand redevelopment of the Southern Commercial Node in South Rome

Improve Streets and Sidewalks along the Central Corridor of South Rome

Expand Code Enforcement Activity in the South Rome redevelopment area

Explore opportunities to improve Neighborhood Policing

Explore expansion of trails, bicycle and pedestrian facilities.

Purchase strategic properties in the South Rome area.

Toccoa/Stephens County Toccoa/Stephens County will undertake the following initiatives.
Redevelopment of downtown area as an economically viable area

Redevelopment of derelict industrial areas (brownfields) in Stephens County

Development of comprehensive land use management plan

Redevelopment of Avon Street Neighborhood Area.
Holly Springs Holly Springs will undertake the following initiatives from their new town center plan.

Improve dangerous intersections


Implement a sidewalk/crosswalk program


Establish streetscape standards that reflect the historical character of the area


Create green space areas among retail and residential areas

Barnesville Barnesville will undertake the following initiatives.

Flovilla/Butts County Flovilla/Butts County will undertake the following initiatives. Through a partnership of the Butts County Commission and the City of Flovilla, develop a master plan for the preservation and revitalization of the Indian Springs area.  This area of the community offers unique opportunities for tourism development to include heritage and recreational tourism.
Colquitt/Miller County Colquitt and Miller County hope to build on past successes by diversifying its tourism draw and create new opportunities to support its existing accomplishments by promoting regional economic development in hopes of securing sustained economic development in the future.  
To help in accomplishing these goals the community will redevelop an existing theater building in the downtown area to become a regional conference center.

Dublin Dublin will undertake the following initiatives. Following recommendations from a Quality Growth Resource Team report, the community hopes to broaden the economic base of the community through redevelopment of a declining commercial corridor.
