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	THE GEORGIA DEPARTMENT OF COMMUNITY AFFAIRS IS CURRENTLY WORKING WITH LOCAL AGENCIES TO OFFER RAPID RE-HOUSING ASSISTANCE IN THE TORNADO AFFECTED COUNTIES.

The HOMELESS PREVENTION AND RAPID RE-HOUSING PROGRAM (HPRP) may be able to assist eligible households who would be homeless “but for” this assistance.   These funds were appropriated through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 and are prioritized to serve those most in need of this temporary assistance and those most likely to achieve stable housing outcomes after the program concludes.

HPRP eligible participants must:

1) Have exhausted FEMA assistance.  Contact FEMA to apply (800) 621-3362 or http://www.fema.gov/assistance/index.shtm
2) Be at or below 50% of the Area Median Income (AMI) for the area.

3)    Be verified as "literally homeless" (living on street, in car, in shelter, etc.).

4)    Meet with a case manager to determine other eligibility criteria INCLUDING

5)    Being appropriate for a “stable housing outcome” following the assistance.

***Agencies will verify eligibility using third party information. 

Rapid Re-Housing assistance may include: 

Short term rental assistance, utility payments, deposits for rental units and utilities, moving costs, and/or hotel/motel vouchers.
