Annual Performance Report--First Operating Year

Executive Summary

Funding for the Homeless Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program (HPRP)was appropriated through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA).  The Georgia Department of Community Affairs was awarded $19,084,426 by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) and subsequently contracted with 7 agencies to administer the funding throughout Georgia.  The Georgia Balance of State HPRP program submitted its first Annual Performance Report to HUD in January 2011.  Information about all HPRP activity occurring during the period of September 1, 2009 through September 30, 2010 is included in the report.
	
Overall
In the first operating year the Georgia Balance of State HPRP provided rental assistance to 3,284 households consisting of 9,52 members.  The majority of clients, 83%, were served with homeless prevention funding and the remaining 17% were served as rapid re-housing clients based on their housing status at program entry.  All clients were provided with on-going case management and rental assistance was the most common financial assistance service provided.

Demographic Information
Of the 3,284 households served, 2,263 included children under 18.  Of all clients served by HPRP, 2,271, or 23 percent, were between 5-12 years of age.   A total of 5,851 of the 9,752 or 60 percent of household members served were female.

Length of Stay
The median length of stay in the program for HPRP participants was approximately 127 days for prevention clients and 111 days for rapid re-housing clients.

Income
Although information was not available for all household members who left the program, the data that exists regarding cash and non-cash income at program exit reports that the most common source of cash income was income earned through employment.  Of the data available regarding non-cash benefits, the most common source was the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP).

Outcomes
The Balance of State’s HPRP implementation achieved positive housing outcomes for the vast majority of the clients served with HPRP funding.  Of the 5,766 individuals who exited the program, 5,555 left for stable permanent destinations.  Overall, more than 96 percent of Balance of State HPRP program participants left the program with positive housing outcomes in the first year.  To break down the information by category of assistance, 96.5 percent of prevention clients had positive housing outcomes and 95.4 percent of clients receiving rapid re-housing assistance had positive housing outcomes when exiting the program.
In addition, the Georgia Balance of State HPRP initiative served clients in 146 of 151 counties and spent more than 40% of the total grant allotment by September 30, 2010.
