DCA is looking for communities that are interested in participating in the second Statewide Homeless Count in January of 2009. The count will be conducted in a broad sample of Georgia’s counties ─ from its urban centers to its most rural communities.  All of Georgia’s communities have residents with serious housing needs.  This is a way to find out about part of that population to better formulate your community’s housing goals and strategies. The 2008 Homeless Count provided valuable information for the state as well as the communities that participated – many of whom are counting again in 2009.

The homeless count utilizes surveys collected by service providers and volunteers for a one week period in January.  DCA will provide the survey instrument, training, technical assistance, data input and data analysis for participating counties.  Some limited funds are available to offset the direct cost of conducting the count.  We need agencies (local governments, non-profits, planning groups, or other organizations) willing to organize the count in their county and willing to designate a staff person as the count coordinator.
