Trailer & Supplies Checkout Policy
KGBF is happy to loan out our Water Festival Trailer and activity supplies. Please know that the bins, shelves and trailer, while designed to be sturdy, are not indestructible or theft proof. The person or organization requesting/responsible for the equipment will be held liable for replacement of any damaged or missing equipment. Please check all equipment thoroughly before signing the check out agreement.

A $50 maintenance and restocking fee is required to use the trailer and its contents.   Additionally a $100.00 deposit is required and will be refunded after the trailer and contents are returned in good condition, inspected and approved by DCA, but no later than 15 days after the event ends.  Separate checks are requested as the $100.00 deposit will be voided upon successful return of the trailer.  Checks can be made out to “Keep Georgia Beautiful Foundation.”
Special provisions must be made to transport the trailer with your vehicle. A
signed Hold Harmless Agreement is required for all parties borrowing it. The insurance conditions outlined in the Transport Agreement must also be met.
The trailer will be available to you the day before your event, or the Friday

before if your event is on the weekend. It is due back to us the day after your event, or the Monday after your event if the event is on the weekend. Special arrangements can be discussed, however.
The trailer contents can provide many of the physical supplies for your water festival or the education component of other events, but the educational success is in your hands. We suggest that you download the Water Festival Planning Guide under Resources at www.winningwater.org. If you are hosting your own multi-school Water Festival this Guide will provide you with comprehensive resources for planning and implementing your Festival. If you are organizing a smaller event (for example a community or school environmental education day) and want to add a water education component, you may only need some of the resources. Please take a look at these pages in the Guide to learn more about available activities.

-List of activities on pages 48-51. Some of these are covered by supplies in the trailer and others can be used as ideas for your own festival. See our separate list of activity supplies actually contained in the trailer for more details.
-Most importantly, the activity Lesson Plans on pages 64-78 and the Appendix after page 105. These should be reviewed by the people leading each activity so they understand how to do the activity and which items they need to remove from the trailer and set up.
