Suggested Service Animal Addendum – Lease Language

Service Animals.  Service Animals are not pets, but provide assistance to disabled residents. By law, our community must allow service animals for residents who have an apparent or verified need that they require them in order to afford a disabled resident fair use and enjoyment of the facilities.  If you require the use of a service animal, please see a management representative. They will provide the appropriate forms and a time table for response to your request.

 

Additional deposits and or pet rent are not required for service animals, but resident(s) are responsible for cleaning up after the animal. Resident(s) are also responsible for any damage done to the unit, building or grounds, beyond reasonable wear and tear. Service animals must meet local and state laws for vaccinations. Landlord requires the animal to be housebroken and neutered or spayed.*
