  Tenant Eligibility Criteria

The HUD 811 PRA program is targeted to extremely low income (30% AMI) individuals ages 18 to 61 years of age that have Serious and Persistent Mental Illness (SPMI) and are eligible for services under the Settlement Agreement or are eligible under the state of Georgia’s Money Follows the Person (MFP) program.  Below is a more detailed description of the eligibility requirements for the two target population groups.   

1. Eligible under the Settlement Agreement with Serious and Persistent Mental Illness (SPMI):  This target population group includes those individuals with SPMI who are currently being served in the State Hospitals, who are frequently seen in Emergency Rooms, who are chronically homeless, and/or who are being released from jails or prisons.  In addition, forensic status individuals with SPMI are included if the relevant court finds that community based services are appropriate.  Also, any individual in the above Settlement Agreement SPMI Target Population who otherwise satisfies one of the eligibility criteria above and who has a co-occurring condition, such as substance abuse disorders, intellectual/developmental disabilities, or traumatic brain injuries is included in this target population.
Or

2. Eligible under the State of Georgia’s Money Follows the Person (MFP) program: This target population group includes individuals who are inappropriately housed and currently living in a nursing home or other institutional facility who has one of the following disabilities: functionally impaired adult with intellectual/developmental disabilities, physical disability (PD), traumatic brain injury (TBI), young adult currently living in a Psychiatric Residential Treatment Facility (PRTF) aged 18-21 years of age with a primary diagnosis of mental illness.
